They would often discuss new ideas for future projects
and the possibility of starting a business one day. At the end of Bill’s first year at the university, Paul came
close to him so that they could work on some of their ideas. That summer, Paul kept on pushing Bill for
opening a new software company.

Within a year, Bill dropped out of Harvard. Then, he formed Microsoft. Bill's vision is: "A computer on
every desk and Microsoft software on every computer”. Bill is a visionary person and works very hard to
fulfill his vision. His belief in high intelligence and hard work has put him where he is today. Microsoft is
good competition for other software companies and Bill will continue to crash his competitors. His powerful
beliefs have helped him increase his wealth and his monopoly in the industry.

Bill is not a greedy person. In fact, he is quite a giving person when it comes to computers, Internet and
any kind of funding. He visited Chicago's Einstein Elementary School and donated a total of $110,000. He
offered computers, and provided internet connectivity to many schools. Also, Bill donated $38 million for the
building of a computer institute at Stanford University. Bill plans to give away 95% of all his earnings when
he is old and grey.
